BUDGET 2010

2010 HHW DISPOSAL EVENT COLLECTION SCHEDULE

The 2009 participation numbers were down from the previous year. Post cards were not sent out this year. Everyone was reminded that the Gleason Road HHW Depot is open the first Saturday of each month.
Mr. O’Gorman distributed the 2008 and 2009 HHW collection schedule and after discussion and suggestions he will prepare a draft 2010 schedule.

The Board briefly discussed Emergency Management at transfer stations for bombs etc.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Norman Phillips, Treasurer-Benson presented the Treasurer’s Report.

As on November 1, 2009 total funds in the account are $11,888.17. After the next deposit the account total will be $12,497.41.

PRODUCT STEWARDSHIP COUNCIL
SWAC is a member of the council. Work will be done this year on S77-electronic waste. The bill covers most electronics. A copy of the pending bill was distributed to representatives. 
The free electronic collection was very successful. 
The Product Stewardship Council is looking for partners. Anyone interested can be referred to the website.

PAINT LEGISLATION
The National Paint and Coating Coalition will be lobby for this legislation this year. This legislation would add about 45¢ to a gallon of paint.
ELECTRONIC LEGISLATION
Electronic legislation passed in NYC but there are groups trying to get it overturned.

Stan Wilbur-Tinmouth moved the Board to have Steve Sgorbati-Sudbury sign, on behalf of SWAC, a petition to have groups stop trying to overturn the NYC legislation. Bonnie Rosati-Fair Haven seconded. Motion carried.

PROPOSED SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT COMMISSION

A copy of the MOU between ANR and the Vermont Solid Waste District Managers Association RE: a proposal to create a Vermont Solid Waste Management Commission was distributed to representatives.
This Solid Waste Commission would do non-regulatory work, SWIPs, education, grants etc. Consolidating districts is also being suggested.
