Minutes of December 2, 2004 Meeting

Treasurer’s Report

Pam Clapp reported that Sally Greene had resigned as treasurer, and that this position is currently vacant.  Pam reported that all bills had been paid, leaving a balance of $3,941.01.

· Pam Clapp (Administrator) reported a good turn out for April Collections.  

· Pam and the Rutland District looked into a prescription drug pilot program.  

· Pam is asking Towns to let her know what additional items they would like to have collected at transfer stations.  Fluorescent bulbs can now be collected.

· Pam reported the potential for a portion of some surplus money from hhw program that may come back to individual Towns in the form of block grants.

Glen Moyer – Glass Crusher Repair Request

The glass crusher needs bearings to be replaced, a job that will take 11 hours to complete.  The total bill is $346.44.  This does not include the blades.   

Bonnie Rosati moved to approve the glass crusher repair bill for $346.44 and to allocate payment to be billed to those Towns who use the crusher.  Stan Wilbur seconded.  Motion carried.

Pam Clapp addressed a comment from the Town of Rutland concerning the removal of the glass crusher (where it was being stored) to another location. In most Towns that use the glass crusher, the transfer station attendant volunteers his time to help out with the crusher.  However, in the Town of Rutland the attendant was charging the Town extra time and money, and the Town decided to not use the glass crusher and to have it moved to another location.  The reason for the move was in most part due to this personnel issue, not with problems with the glass crusher, nor the product from the crusher.

There was more discussion on how the crusher is working. 

New/ Old/Other Business

Pam distributed materials that Board members may want to post in their Towns.

Update report on Putney Paper.

Pam reported several submittals of the Solid Waste Plan had been made.  She will be in touch with the Board if a special meeting will have to be called to discuss the progress of the Plan.  June 16th was set as a tentative date for this meeting.
