HHW COLLECTION — SPRING
The bill for the spring collection has not been sent out yet.

UPDATES — LEGISLATION
Mrs. Clapp brought the Board up to speed with current legislation including the Extended Producer Responsibility for
Packaging in Vermont (H696) and the Electronics Bill (S77).

The Paint bill is also before Legislature. However, Legislature feels that adding 40 cents to a gallon of paint is a tax.

Consolidation of districts was briefly discussed. Every town would belong to a district and the number of districts would be
reduced.
