6:00 pm - The meeting was called to order by Chair Sgorbati-Sudbury.

JAY ALLEN – PLANET AID

Jay Allen spoke with the group regarding Planet Aid and its purpose.  Plant Aid provides clothing collection boxes to host communities or businesses. The purpose is to collect used clothing and books.  
Plant Aid is responsible for the site where the collection boxes are located, for placing and maintaining the boxes and empting them.

Collection boxes help remove textiles from the waste street. Plant Aid has no retail facilities or stores.  The clothing collected is bundled and sold to distributors in other countries who supply stores.

Plant Aid is currently establishing a warehouse in White River Junction.

Collection boxes come in various sizes including a 6 X 6; a 3 X 4 and a 4 X 4. 

Plant Aid proposes to locate collection boxes at Transfer Stations in SWAC towns if towns are interested in hosting a box and would prefer that the boxes be located inside the gate.
If any town is interested, they can host one box or several. The delivery time for the box to arrive is about two weeks. A driver will be assigned to handle all pickups for specific boxes. Pickups will take place as often as needed.

SWAC Representatives will speak with their Select Boards and let Pam Clapp know if a town is interested.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Norma Phillips reported a current account balance of $13,959.95. All spring dues and spring HHW invoices have been paid by all member towns.  The current account balance reflects payment made to Rutland County Solid Waste District for $10,778.01.
Charles Shields moved the Board to accept the Treasurer’s Report. Patty McWilliams seconded. Motion carried.

MINUTES

Charlie Shields moved the Board to accept the minutes of the May 17, 2007 meeting. Steve Sgorbati seconded. Discussion: page 1, paragraph 8, first sentence should read “Pam Clapp reported that the total value of AVE programs is almost $18,000.”; page 1, paragraph 9, last sentence, change 7.5% to .75%. Motion carried. Minutes approved with corrections.
HHW COLLECTIONS
The only advertising for the next HHW collections will be through the news media, the web site and posters. Postcards will not be sent.

Fluorescent bulb posters were provided for those interested.

Pam Clapp reported that SWAC has been asked to participate in an Electronic Waste Subcommittee. Mrs. Clapp will represent SWAC. Mrs. Clapp would like to get information from towns on what works and what doesn’t work for hazard waste and electronics.

GLASS CRUSHER UPDATE

Steve Sgorbati reported that Vo-tech had worked on the crusher at a cost of about $350. However, the blades do not sit flat and the look warped. The glass crusher is still not working.
NEW/OTHER BUSINESS

Pam Clapp distributed a letter from Representative Jon Anderson – Montpelier and Representative Jim McCullough– Williston regarding spent tires. Both are members of the House Fish, Wildlife and Water Resources Committee. The Representatives would like to receive reports of spent tires found in the woods and rivers.
