Minutes of May 12, 2004 Meeting

Sally Greene (Shrewsbury) moved the Board to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2004 meeting.  Seconded by Stan Wilbur (Tinmouth).  Motion carried by consensus of the Board.

Treasurer’s Report

Sally Greene (Shrewsbury) reported that Chittenden and Middletown Springs have not paid their second half dues and Middletown Springs and Pawlet have not paid for the Spring Hazardous Waste Collection.

As of August 10th there is $10,874.73 in the checking account.  $10,000 of that will go to pay Pam Clapp- Administrator for the remainder of the year.  $1,000 is needed for AVR.  Between $2,500 and $2,800 is outstanding from the Town’s that have not fully paid their dues or for the HHW Spring collection.

A Planning Grant for $4,600 will be received in the spring.  Pam Clapp- Administrator will float the grant until the funds are received.

The web site grant is part of Educational costs.  $1,600 has been received and $900 has been spent to date.  Another $1,600 will be received next January and May.

Housekeeping

Authority for Chair to Approve Bills for Payment

Stan Wilbur (Tinmouth) moved the Board to authorize Steve Sgorbati, Chair (Sudbury) and Sally Greene, Treasurer (Shrewsbury) to sign checks.  Seconded by Clifford Bassett (Chittenden).  Motion carried by consensus of the Board.  The Chair is authorized to approve bills for payment.

Treasurer Position to Open in April 2005 or Sooner

No one stepped forward to become Assistant.

Electronics Collection

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported that most towns have computer collection boxes and towns’ are billed directly for these.

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported the company that handles the computer collection will now take anything that has a cord including sewing machines, flat irons, hair dryers, stereos, TV‘s, Clocks etc.  This is a voluntary program.  Towns will be charged 25( per pound for collection.  Items can be put in with computers collected.

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported there are two Household Hazardous Waste Collection dates in September.  The collections will take place on September 11th in Shrewsbury, Benson and Sudbury and on September 18th in Rutland Town and Tinmouth.  Any SWAC town can take advantage of these two collections.  She also reported that Tom Reemes would like to do a roving business hazardous waste collection.  Permission will need to be obtained ANR.

AVR Membership 2004-2005 School Year

AVR has a new manager, Diane Colby who has new ideas for the Educational program such as following up after a presentation to see if activities begun during the program continue.

SWAC has the money for an AVR membership in its current budget.

Pam Clapp- Administrator suggested having the Solid Waste District and SWAC do a co-membership to AVR.  This would allow both groups to get more out of the program.

Robin Chestnut-Tangerman (Middletown) moved the Board to enter into a joint AVR membership with Rutland County Solid Waste District with SWAC’s share of the cost being $1,050.  Seconded by Sally Greene (Shrewsbury).  Motion carried by consensus of the Board.

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported that a representative from Elnicki, Mr. Sanborn, wanted to attend this meeting to discuss the wildlife plan for the proposed Shrewsbury facility.  Elnicki wants to be added to SWAC’s plan.  Mrs. Clapp reminded them, from decisions made at previous SWAC meetings that they need the host town agreement before they come back to SWAC.  Elnicki may be ready to come before SWAC at the next meeting.

New/Old Business

Glass Crusher

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported Rutland Town has requested the glass crusher be moved because they need the space.  Fair Haven has offered to house the crusher but it will be stored outside under a heavy tarp. After discussion it was agreed this was a logical move.  VLCT will need to change the language of the MOU.

Sally Greene (Shrewsbury) moved the Board to have the MOU amended to provide for Fair Haven to house the glass crusher and authorize Steve Sgorbati, Chair (Sudbury) to sign the changed MOU.  Seconded by Stan Wilbur (Tinmouth).  Motion carried by consensus of the Board.

The glass crusher will move to Fair Haven on Wednesday August 25th.

Pam Clapp- Administrator reported she has been researching domain names and service providers for a SWAC web site.  She would like to stay with a Vermont ISP if possible and hopes the name can be SWAC.org.

The next meeting will be held Thursday December 2nd at 6:00 pm.
